GOALS AND OUTCOME OF CONFERERNCE 
 

This conference was developed with the following objectives in mind: 

Á to help overcome ignorance among youth about each other by facilitating mutual understanding and appreciation 

between students from diverse regional, economic, social, religious and ethnic backgrounds 

Á to provide a platform for exchanging views and perspectives in face-to-face dialogues       

Á to facilitate mutual understanding and appreciation of each otherôs culture and religious background 

Á to learn about and discuss the practice of religion in a pluralistic society and the benefits of co-existing in a 

tolerant and mutually respectful manner 

Á to forge ties of friendship between American students and others from around the world 

Á to help the participants learn about and realize their leadership qualities and potential 

Á to waken the students to the importance of being a responsible global citizen  

  

The overall outcome of the conference was very heartening: 

Our last three annual BUBW Conferences were conducted in Orlando, Florida and were not only extraordinarily 

beneficial, but also very entertaining and enjoyable for the participants since they were able to laugh with one another and 

share new experiences at the Walt Disney World Theme Parks.   

 

We have always had very diverse groups of participants from many cultures, nationalities and backgrounds, who 

enthusiastically worked together and constructively discussed issues raised during the various components of the 

conference.   

 

To our great pleasure, the conference in Baltimore was just as successful, enriching and filled with excitement as the 

conferences in Orlando.  The students came to know one another very well over the short 4-day period and expressed their 

heartfelt feelings as they left to return to their host communities.  This rare experience was filled with opportunities to 

engage in dialogue and priceless lessons regarding respect and tolerance for others and an appreciation for the diversity 

that exists around the world.  One of the students stated that ñI feel so fortunate because I now have three families: my 

natural family, my host family and my BUBW family.ò 
 

Participants from Europe shared experiences with participants from Asia, Southeast Asia, Africa, and the U.S. that they 

never imagined and vice versa.  Many of them returned home with views and experiences to share with their communities, 

which were far different from those with which they arrived.  The importance of entering into dialogue with people, who 

seem different from you, believe in something that you know little about or live somewhere else, is critical when striving 

to achieve understanding, cooperation and peace.  This lesson applies to local communities, countries, continents and, in 

deed, the entire world.   

 

The participants of this conference learned so much from listening and having opportunities to speak and raise questions 

during the dialogues, workshops and even informal moments like sharing a late night snack, which touched upon issues 

ranging from culture, religion, leadership, and global citizenship to situations facing the youth of today and how to 

achieve their dreams.  Perhaps they benefited in a more personal way by sharing rooms with students from other countries 

and enjoying their free-time spent in the National Aquarium of Baltimore, Riding the Ducks Land & Water Tour of 

Baltimore, and attending a performance by Rajasthan Folk Art Musicians from India at the American Visionary Art 

Museum.  Despite the minor differences among them, they found the amount of similarities both amazing and reassuring.   

 

Following the visits to a mosque, synagogue and church, we incorporated a panel discussion into the interfaith component 

of the conference and, as usual, it was one of the highlights of the conference.  The intellectual curiosity of the 

participants was unleashed and the panelists continued to answer questions even as we left the building and walked to the 

bus.  The panelists were delighted to see such curiosity and engage in this journey of understanding together.   

 

Throughout the various components of the conference (Diversity, Cultural Understanding, Interfaith, Leadership Styles, 

Global Citizenship and Media Discernment, stereotypes were eradicated and education about other countries, cultures, 

people and views were discussed, deep philosophical issues were uncovered and a ñtruly better understanding and 

appreciationò for one another began to unfold.   

 

The commitment of the students to embrace the mantra ñWe Can, We Must and We Willò become responsible global 

citizens, who strive to listen with a discerning ear and create a better world for all humanity, was a sight to behold!
